Buffet luncheons, a Welcome Party in the Exhibit
Center, a themed luncheon, and a fabulous beach
reception on Tuesday night offer networking
opportunities with 300 conference participants.
Intensive tutorials are held on Sunday and Monday.

BACKGROUND – Over 300 professionals
representing nearly all the major players in the
electric utility industry in the United States will be
in Clearwater, Florida, USA for the 34th

International Technical Conference on Coal
Utilization & Fuel Systems (informally known as
“the Clearwater Coal Conference”) that will take
place May 31 – June 4, 2009. The Clearwater Coal
Conference has earned a reputation as one of the
premiere conferences on coal technologies as it
grows in size and scope since its inception in 1975.

This technical conference and networking event –
where utility executives and world-leading experts
present 150 technical presentations in the major
areas of interest – is sponsored by the U.S.
Department of Energy, the Coal Technology
Association, the American Society of Mechanical
Engineers' Power Division and the National Energy
Technology Laboratory, U.S. Department of
Energy.

WHAT TO EXPECT: Buffet style luncheons, and
a fabulous beach reception on Tuesday night and a
Welcome in the Exhibit Center on Monday night,
offer networking opportunities with 300 conference
participants. Pre-conference tutorials, held on

Sunday and Monday before the conference, provide
opportunities to learn about state-of-art and cutting-
edge technologies. The Exhibit Center showcasing
24 booths provides opportunities to highlight
technological accomplishments. 25 Technical
Sessions with 150 presentations will cover the most
important topics of the day. The conference is held
every year in Clearwater, Florida, at the Sheraton
Sand Key Resort. We expect warm and sunny days
with temperatures during the day in the 80’s. To
take advantage of our glorious beach locale we will
offer all lunches out on the beach under our
spacious tent.

NEW EVENTS:

Best Student Paper Award – Over the years the
conference has benefitted from the many excellent
papers given by students. To give these exceptional
students well-deserved recognition, the Conference
Committee will now award the best paper from a
student with the Clearwater Coal Conference Best
Student Paper Award.

China: consume 41.3% of the total coal of the world (1311.4 millions tones oil equivalent). Every year,
about 70GW of coal fired new power plants are built. India: consume 6.5% of the total coal of the world (208
millions tones oil equivalent). Africa: consume 3.3% of the total coal of the world (105 millions tones oil
equivalent). South and Mexico: consume 1% of the total coal of the world (31.6 millions tones oil equivalent).
Former Soviet Union: consume 5.2% of the total coal of the world (166.2 millions tones oil equivalent).

From the above information, it is easy to analyze that the need of developing countries in the coal in very
urgent. However, coal is a non-renewable resource. The problem of how to make efficient use of coal becomes
more important.
